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This is a summary of the monitoring information provided by schools to the Learning Trust as at 

16TH  December 2004.  The raw data can be provided on request.

Summary of analysis for monitoring data July to September 2004.

Returns were made by 80% schools (57/71)

22 schools recorded 37 incidents.

0 incidents recorded in 35 schools

Total of those involved -  36 perpetrators and 39 victims

83% Primary school returned data (45/54)

56% Secondary school returned data  (5/9 Those schools fully open). 

67% Special, PRU and Nursery School returned data  (6/9).   

(Categories have been added together to ensure individual schools cannot be identified).
Verbal abuse was most common in 97% incidents (36/37). 

No incidences of graffiti were reported this quarter.

Refusal to co-operate with an adult or pupil was reported in 11% of incidents (4/36)

Violence was reported as being involved in 0 incidents. 

Immediate discussions took place with 84% of cases (31/37) and Head teacher or Deputy Head involvement in 51% (19/37) incidents.   Parents were involved with 51% of the perpetrators (18/35). 

79% children (30/39) were offered some kind of victim reassurance and 42% (16/38) or peer group support.  

Fixed term exclusion was taken with 8% children (3/38).  

Incidences in which there were groups of children recorded as being involved as perpetrators were 11% of the incidents (4/36).  

37% of perpetrators (13/35) were recorded as Caribbean.  This was the largest group.  

The three largest victim groups were recorded as Turkish Cypriot @ 21% 8/38;   African @ 18% (7/38);  Bangladeshi  @ 16% (6/38).

1 incidents involved Irish Traveller or Gypsy Roma as perpetrator.
0 adults were reported as being involved in incidents. 

ISSUES ARISING

· Verbal abuse continues to be the most commonly reported incident.  
· Schools continue to take racist incidents seriously.   Head teacher or Deputy head were reported as having been involved with 90% incidents and parents were contacted in 62% of the incidents.    All investigations should involve an immediate discussion with the pupils involved.  
· The  largest group of perpetrators was reported as Caribbean.
            The 2 largest groups of victims have been reported as Turkish/Turkish Cypriot, African and 

            Bangladeshi.
