CHILDREN WITH MEDICAL NEEDS

Where an emergency may arise for a child who would need specialist treatment or medication, the school or setting must have a procedure known by all staff.

An example of a good and effective system is a card alert procedure.

· A warning card should be in the classroom/activity area to alert any member of staff to information they need to know eg a pupil in the class has epilepsy/asthma

· An SOS card must be available in the classroom/activity area and held by other adults eg lunchtime or play ground staff

· This card should be sent to a designated person or place if there is an emergency– eg the school/setting’s office 

· Once received, office staff will alert the necessary person/people who will be trained to deal with the emergency. This may be by additional laminated emergency alert cards for named people where the time will be noted and place to go written in a dri-wipe pen. 

· The person in the designated place/office will take the emergency pack to the place of the incident and await the arrival of the trained person

· The designated person may then need to telephone for an ambulance 
and the parents/carer; the school should have available a prepared information sheet with site-specific information. A template form is available in the Learning Trust Health and Safety Manual, section 11
· Individual care plans and emergency procedures are essential

· It is good practice to have an information sheet of SEN/disabilities/medical needs for each class/group to inform new members of staff
