	The SEN Code of Practice says
	The school will provide a broad and balanced curriculum and wide ranging strategies for all pupils.

The LEA must make parent partnership services known to parents, headteachers, schools and others they consider appropriate.

	As well as providing the Basic Entitlement the school should take actions which are additional to and different from the school arrangements for children of the same age.
	As well as making the provisions listed under School Action the school should seek and make use of advice from professionals outside the school.
	If convincing evidence shows that expected progress has not been made despite the provisions made under School Action Plus the LEA might consider that it should determine SEN provision. The first stage in the process is Statutory Assessment.

	Our schools and settings have a duty to: 

· make sure that both the curriculum and the physical environment are accessible to all pupils

· comply with the Disability and Discrimination Act

· provide a broad and balanced curriculum

· tell parents when they first identify that a pupil has SEN

· work in partnership with parents and carers

· make sure that the views of the child are heard

· report on the effectiveness of the school’s SEN policy in their Annual Report to Parents

· appoint a SENCo

· appoint a SEN governor

Hackney Parent Partnership Service provides information, advice and support to parents of children and young people with Special Educational Needs and disabilities.


	As well as meeting the requirements of Basic Entitlement our schools and settings have a duty to:

· make a detailed assessment of the pupil’s  needs, learning and behaviour

· consult the parents and provide information on SEN

· prepare an individual or group IEP

· differentiate the curriculum, which may involve an understanding of the pupil’s learning style and/or the use of a particular teaching style or different materials by the class teacher or a teaching assistant

· provide individual care arrangements through a trained teaching assistant

· review progress with the child and their parents every term or at least twice a year

· use delegated SEN funds for individual programmes and strategies 

· use delegated SEN funds to provide special equipment where necessary


	As well as meeting the requirements of  School Action our schools and settings have a duty to :

· seek and make use of advice from professionals working within and outside the Learning Trust

· provide learning programmes from specialists as needed

	A request for a Statutory Assessment can come from the school or the parent. The decision whether or not to begin one is made by the Learning Trust’s Pre-Assessment Panel. A Statement is issued when, in light of the evidence collected, The Learning Trust considers that it should decide the pupil’s Special Educational Provision. A Note in Lieu of Statement will be issued if The Learning Trust decides that needs can continue to be met at School Action Plus. The Learning Trust will categorise the pupil’s needs as being of “high” or “low” incidence based on their severity, complexity and their impact on access to teaching and learning. The following areas are considered:
